LUMINAIRE MOUNTING

1. Make sure electrical supply is off at circuit breaker before starting luminaire
installation or servicing luminaire.

2. Run wire pigtail from luminaire through the mounting hole in top of ground stake.

3. Thread stainless steel knuckle stem into threaded hole in ground stake.
4. Place stake in desired position and insert into ground until flange of stake is flush Infinity
to grade.

5. Strip the two (2) leads from the luminaire pigtail. Using the two (2) silicone filled
safety connectors (provided), connect the leads from the luminaire to the main
supply cable leads.
